The Dragon Boat Festival, 
the Spring Festival, the Ching Ming Festival, and the Mid-Autumn Festival are also

Its two iconic customs are eating zongzi and dragon boat racing.

The Dragon Boat Festival was originally a festival created by the ancestors of WuYue 
in the south to worship the dragon ancestors and pray for blessings and evil spirits. 

It is said that Qu Yuan, a poet of Chu State during the Warring States Period, committed suicide by 
jumping on the Miluo River on May 5. 

Later, people also took the Dragon Boat Festival as a festival to commemorate Qu Yuan.
